Bar in downtown Pittsboro will hold a four-day Gran d Opening Extravaganza 
April 3-6 with plenty of delicious eats, jamming tu nes, and eclectic local 
spirit. The massive renovation and expansion includ es a full kitchen, a 
three-fold increase in space to accommodate more th an 200 diners in one 
setting, a handsome new bar, an amazing mural by Er ick Davis, a large 
performance stage, a dance floor, and a private mee ting space, all in the 
historic old Justice Motor Company auto dealership off the Courthouse Circle.  
 
The official public ribbon-cutting is set for Thurs day April 3 at 6 p.m. with 
Pittsboro Mayor Randy Voller doing the honors. The restaurant will be open 
for dinner at 6 p.m. with jazz from 8:30 to 11:30 p .m. by Jazzbeau. (There 
will also be a private dinner program for Founders Club members -- restaurant 
investors.) It’s not too late to become a Founder, just contact co-owner 
Vance Remick at vance@remick.com. 
 
Friday evening you can dine from 5 p.m. and enjoy t he sensuous sound of the 
popular Latin group, Solazo, featuring South Americ an folk, salsa, and Cuban 
rhythms from 9 p.m. until 12 midnight.  
 
Saturday evening dinner begins at 5 with live rhyth m & blues by Brenda Linton 
and Friends from 8:30 p.m. until 12 midnight. The g roup includes lead vocals 
by Brenda, Dave Smith of Club Boheme on guitar and vocals, Ed Butler of the 
Bernie Petteway Trio on drums, and Bobby Paul on el ectric bass. The band will 
put its stamp on favorites by Dinah Washington, Rut h Brown, Eric Clapton, 
Jimi Hendrix, Taj Mahal and Susan Tedeschi. 
 
Sunday brunch is from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. with Latin m usic by Eduardo Moran from 
10 a.m. until 2 p.m. Pittsboro will be jumping for First Sunday when most 
shops and eateries are open all afternoon with arts  and crafts for sale on 
the sidewalks. 
 
The new General Store Café and Black Bird Bar will offer a full dinner menu 
six nights a week and live music, dancing and a lat e-night menu until 12 
midnight every Thurs.-Sat. 
 
The new space also gives diners more choices. You c an enjoy a quiet meal up

Bar in the back for the same fine food with live mu sic three nights a week. 
The new stage can also be used for films, poetry, r eadings and theatrical 
performances, and you can reserve space for private  club meetings and 
parties. 
 
The restaurant will continue to display and sell ec lectic local art and 
crafts and will be open Monday through Saturday for  breakfast, lunch and 
dinner, and Sunday 9 to 3 for brunch.
